The Appearance of Christ: Today, in our Christian formation 

we are more sensitized to look for the Christ among us.  Over 

the past 10 years, we at St. Maryõs have touched the faces of 

poverty in our brothers and sisters of Haitiéand the generosity 

here continues.  What is perhaps more important is that we are 

growing in the compassion of Christ who appears to us in 

varied and sundry ways.  We behold Christ in our kidõs appeal 

for support, in the face of our spouses, in our friendsõ joys, in 

our workplace where we attempt to uphold moral standards not 

compromising with the subtle indiscretions and manipulations 

that sometimes take hold there.  I think we are getting better at 

this effort.  Christ is near. 

 But how young do we start in helping even children know 

and feel the compassion of Christ?  Are we ever too young to 

know when Christ is near?  Interestingly, this summer, ten 

middle school students from the St. Mary community will be 

travelling to Appleton, Wisconsin for an immersion into the 

experience of helping the elderly and the poor in the 

community.  These kids have big hearts and are well aware that 

this is not a relaxing vacation, but rather a peek into the heart 

of what it looks like to offer human care to the vulnerable.  

They, along with their parents, are being shaped to understand 

what it means to be a Beatitude People.  The kids will be doing 

a local immersion trip to the St. Vincent de Paul meal program.  

These are fledgling steps, indeed, but the kids are open and 

eager to make this journey. 

 Which is why I appeal to your good hearts.  Each student 

must pay $300.00 for the experience in Appleton.  This fee 

covers food, shelter, transportation and professional guidance 

by a national Catholic justice program called Just5Days.  The 

students are working at some small fundraisers to help out, but 

if any of you are inclined to sponsor one of these 6th-through-
