Please plan in advance. Completion of all requirements can take as much as a month. Due to the volume of requests and
the need to ensure that documentation is accurate for all volunteers, it is important that you personally follow-up with
St. Mary personnel to update them on where you are at in the process.

Until you receive confirmation of certification from St. Mary personnel, you have not been cleared to volunteer.

NEW VOLUNTEERS

If you are a new volunteer, you will need to create an online account and register for live training. Go to
www.stmaryhc.org/Get SEECertified. In the second column, click Get Certified to be directed to the Archdiocese
registration page. Scroll halfway down the page, click Register and follow the prompts to create an online account,
register for a live training session, complete the Code of Ethical Standards and Mandatory reporting module, and consent
and submit for a background check. Notify the school office after you have attended the live training session.

Training for the new program will take place at the end of
August. So that we are providing the most current content, we will schedule our fall sessions following the new training.
